““Pieces of April,” our Junior Prom was a huge success and a great time for all
who attended. Debbie Peterson was chosen Prom Queen in the traditional
pagaent, and the school Homecoming Queen was also a representative of the
class of ‘74, Debbie Diamonte.

For the first time since entering CHS, we were permitted to partake in Class
Day activities. On that day we became seniors, and from then on, we were
under the wing of the Senior Class Advisor, Mrs. Robertson. Soon our gradua-
tion will be upon us. Some of us will go on to college, others will enter the
working world, but no matter where our endeavors lead us, we will never be
able to forget our 4 years at CHS; all the good times and all the bad, and more
important we will never forget all the people who have played such a vital role
in our lives during our high school careers.

The class of ‘74 would like to thank all these people; parents, teachers, ad-
ministration, and advisors for their help, guidance and concern.
